Set against a naturally beautiful backdrop of desert
landscaping, with rabbits, quail and roadrunners as neigh-
bors, 3925 Desert Broom Court is a rustic-styled Pueblo
home that seems to have sprung up from the earthen floor.

“Our building style is very traditional,” Suggs said.
“Everything in our homes has a function, like the lintels
and the vigas. They are beautiful and functional.”

Suggs carefully considered the angle at which the home
would be placed to maximize mountain views and sun-
light. Oversized windows help to further that goal.

Suggs has a passion for woodworking and the interior of
the home is a testament to his work. Cedar ceilings, pine
vigas, post and beam accents and handearved beams and
corbels on each doorway give the home an invitingly rustic
feel set against red saltillo floor tiles and hand textured
walls,
